This course will enable your parish to:

• Go through a process of self refl ection
• Build confi dence on issues of   
 engaging with “neighbours”
• Create a deeper awareness of social  
 needs and inspire action

This part takes 4 weeks. It can be run in 
a church or other local venue. It can also 
be used as a residential.

Discussions and
